NATURAL CONDITIONS FOR AGRICULTURE AND FOREST ECONOMY
DEVELOPMENT IN A WIDER KOPAONIK REGION

The results of]gfsearches on natural advantages, limits and basic features
of land in a wider paonik region are discussed with respect to the agricultu-
ral and forest economy development requirements. These rescarches were realized
within a complex study on Kopaonik as one the most significant hilly-montainous
regions in Serbia.

The presented results are obtained by analysinz and compiling data on the
structure of land according to soil quality, zonal altitudes and gradients.

The first pant of this work discusses the results which show that Kopaonik
has favourable natural conditions for agriculture over an area of 135.000—140.000
ha (39,1—40,5% of the total area studied) and the forest economy over 152.130 ha
(44,1% of the total area). The rest of available land may naturally be suitable
only for planting and maintaining of a protective wooden belt (33.148—38.143 ha,
or 9,6—110% of the total area), or it is even unfertile (19.956 ha, or 58% of total
area concerned). According to the current situation (1988) it is said only 39.120 ha
of relatively poor arable land is used for agricultural purposes an 3470 ha of
land is used for forest economy activities, although this soil should be reclassified
and used some other purposes.

In the second part of the work the presented facts show that over 59,4 —
60,9% of the wider Kopaonik region is naturally disadvantageous for either inten-
sive or extensive agricultural production because of natural (and antropogenous)
limits. It is expected, however, that such plots of land wich are unfavourabple lor
any agricultural activity will extend further, mostly because of steady expansion
ol urban and suburban areas.

With respect to forest economy prospects in this region, it was found that
naturally unsuitable (and antropogenically) land covers an area of 58.156—63.156 ha
(arid land, urban areas, areas at higher altitudes and more sloped areas) and that
cven the plots which should primarily be suitable for agriculture are »excluded«
from eventual forest cultivation. Therefore, the natural (and antropogenous) limits
for forestry development are apparent on 57,4% of the total wider Kopaonik area.

In the third part the basic characteristics of land suitable for extensive and
intensive agricultural production and forest economy are presented. The fact is
that in the wider Kopaonik area the agriculture is not developing in accordance
with the realistic capacities, in spite of the existing favourable natural conditions,
which is proved by the presented data on the steady decline of food production
— even by 259% in the period from 1974 til! 1988. It was also found that the fores-
lry can be further developed in the wider Kopaonik region but with proper con-
cern and respectance of the principle that the annual felling should not exceed
the annual increment of the volume of wood. This fact is particularly stressed,
having in view the fact that in the period from 1961 to 1979 the volume of wood
decreased by 25% due to the unreasonable felling activities.
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
